Your grant may still be eligible for funding through the PTA Grant program.
Once you have completed your application, please turn it in to the PTA mail slot in the teachers’ workroom or submit the form by email to me at pastorrobert@clearwire.net.   The deadline for applications is March 22, 2010.  The Teacher Grants Committee will review the applications and notify applicants of the status of their grant in April 2010.  If your grant is approved, the award letter will instruct you of any additional steps or information needed to fulfill your grant.

Grant Application Instructions and Information
Instructions for Submitting a PTA Grant Application
1. Download a copy of the Grant Application Packet and Form from the PTA page of the PTISD website.
2. Gather complete information for the item(s) for which you are submitting a grant request, including quantity, description, price, and shipping/handling; as well as any hidden costs.

3. Complete the application using black/blue ink, or electronically using the Microsoft Word document.

4. Submit your request to the DonorsChoose.org website at www.donorschoose.org, following the submission guidelines on the website.  Note the Project ID assigned to your request and include that number in the appropriate space of your Grant Application Form.  If your request is not eligible to be submitted through DonorsChoose.org, note this information on your PTA Grant Application.
5. Submit your application by Monday, March 22, 2010 by placing it in the PTA mail slot in the teachers’ workroom or electronically by emailing the form to pastorrobert@clearwire.net.

Information to Remember When Submitting PTA Teacher Grant Requests

1. The Grant Committee will not consider anything over $1,000.00 for an individual teacher.

2. Consider the length of time materials can be used.

3. Consumable items are rarely granted.

4. Field trips are rarely granted.

5. Consider whether the materials can be shared with other teachers/classrooms.
6. Consider how many students will be served.

7. The PTA prefers that materials be bar coded in the library and checked out for use if possible.

8. You may submit a grant by grade level (materials which an entire grade level can use or share), a grant with a partner or group, or an individual grant.

9. The PTA may offer a partial grant or may locate funds to fulfill your grant through other sources if possible.

10. Include shipping/handling and other hidden costs in your request.

11. The amount requested is the maximum amount which will be approved.

12. If money is not used by the given date indicated in your grant award notification, it will no longer be available to you.

13. If you leave the campus where the grant was awarded, the materials belong to and must remain at that campus.

14. You must be a PTA member to receive a grant.
